FOREIGN RESIDENTS INCREASE THEIR PRESENCE IN IRUMA 
As of January 1, 2023, there are 2,571 foreign residents who have registered in Iruma City, which shows a clear increase after COVID ban 
was lifted. Residents from other Asian countries are dramatically increasing. The population of Vietnam nationals, for the first time, 
topped the rankings.  As you can see in the graph below, while the total population of Iruma has been on a continuous downward trend, 
the proportion of foreign residents is as high as 1.82% as of April 1, 2023.
